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market commentary

Index-linked UK government bonds (Gilts) posted mild negative returns and underperformed nominal Gilts as inflation breakevens
(the yield differential between nominal and inflation-linked government bonds of the same maturity) tightened marginally over
the quarter. UK inflation expectations were not immune to the volatility that impacted European and global markets. 10-year Gilt
yields fell to their lowest levels of the year, before ending the quarter slightly higher as volatility evened out.
