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market commentary

Global bond markets generated mixed returns across the board. Corporate bonds outperformed government bonds, with high yield credit
outperforming investment grade bonds. The US Treasury yield curve steepened, and long-dated Treasury yields edged higher as the market reacted
to the policy shift by the US Federal Reserve (Fed). However, the front end of the yield curve dipped slightly, as the Fed suggested that interest
rates will remain near zero at least through 2023. Meanwhile, the UK government bond (Gilt) yield curve steepened. 30-year Gilt yields, which are
sensitive to long-term inflation expectations, rose to the highest level since March, while shorter-dated yields remain anchored as Brexit concerns
and an accommodative monetary policy boosted demand for government bonds.
