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market commentary
 

The UK stock market rose in the fourth quarter of 2017, marking the seventh consecutive quarter of positive returns. The
completion of the first phase of “Brexit” negotiations supported investor sentiment as the deal ruled out a hard border for
Northern Ireland and protected the rights of three million European Union (EU) citizens in the UK. Overall, UK markets performed
well despite concerns around rising inflation and a lacklustre economic outlook, largely due to a strong rally in global markets.
Major UK banking stocks also came into focus, as all banks passed the Bank of England's annual stress tests for the first time
since these tests were introduced in 2014. On the monetary policy front, the Bank of England’s (BoE) Monetary Policy Committee
(MPC) voted 9-0 to maintain interest rates at 0.5%.
